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Resolutions passed in BHAVANA’s
19th Annual Convention on 11th March, 2019

1. Considering that the number of senior citizens (age 60+) in the country is
increasing fast that will grow to 32.6 crores in 2025 and that 2/3rd of the country’s elderly
population is financially weak and 11% very old(age 80+) who need economic and
healthcare support, and that the interests of present 10 crore senior citizens population in
the country need to be looked after better both at the Centre and the States, the Convention
requests the Honorable Prime Minister of India to create an exclusive Ministry for Senior
Citizens and to appoint a National Commission on Older Persons. Similar organizational
structure should be replicated at the state level too.

2. Noting that one of the important reasons for State governments not implementing
the welfare schemes meant for senior citizens is the absence of a clear cut communication
channel between the governments [both Central and State] and the beneficiaries, and
considering the inability to fully mobilize senior citizens particularly at the grass root level
and thus build effective pressure groups which is a healthy requirement in a democratic
environment, and considering that very often many politicians, bureaucrats and even senior
citizens themselves are not fully aware of the policies and programmes for their welfare due
to their inadequate dissemination, and considering that BHAVANA is the largest and most
vibrant registered representative organization of senior citizens in Uttar Pradesh, and have
been in the forefront of representing the important problems of senior citizens in U.P., and
considering that it has held regular annual conventions during the last nineteen years in
Lucknow, the capital of U.P. to create awareness among senior citizens, the Convention
requests the Honorable Minister for Social Welfare, U.P. to recognize BHAVANA as the
State Level Association of Older Persons as recommended in para 96 of NPOP 1999 and
para 4.4 of U.P. State Policy of Senior Citizens to mobilize senior citizens, articulate their
interests, promote and undertake programmes and activities for their well being and to
advise the state government on all matters relating to senior citizens.

3. Considering that Senior Citizens are prone to many health problems and their
financial resources are on the decline day by day due to inflation, the Convention resolves
that both state and central governments should be urged to provide Health Insurance to all
senior citizens as mandated in NPOP adopted by government of India in 1999 and U.P.
State Policy of Senior Citizens.

a) Any Health Insurance Scheme that may be implemented must conform to
minimum requirements given below:

* Premium must be very modest and should not go on increasing with age.

» There should be no entry [at least for the first 3 to 5 years] or exit restrictions.

* There should be no restriction for pre-existing diseases.

 This should be fully subsidized for BPL and on graded premium sharing basis to APL
senior citizens.

* There should be no restriction of family size.

» Coverage should be a reasonable amount say ten lakhs on a floater basis.

» Aarogyasri of Andhra Pradesh meets all the requirements mentioned above and this
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scheme should be replicated in all states.

b) To urge GOI to come up with a comprehensive scheme to take care of senior
citizens belonging to BPL category suffering from terminal illnesses like: Alzheimer’s
disease, Cancer etc by providing palliative care, reservation of beds, home care financing
etc.

¢) To implement National Programme of Healthcare for the Elderly (NPHCE) fully
in letter and spirit and in all districts of the Country.

4. Considering that senior citizens are physically weak and financially not sound due
to high costs of inflation, the Convention requests Honorable Minister for Railways to:

* Allow 50% concession in TOTAL train fare to male senior citizens also as has been
already done in the case of women senior citizens.

» Extend the Concession for Tickets bought under Tatkal Quota also.

» Consider Very Old Persons (age 80+) as disabled and therefore allow the facility of one
accompanying free assistant/attendant.

* Provide, in suburban trains, special compartments for senior citizens (similar to ladies,
disabled etc).

* Provide at all major railway stations amenities like lifts, elevators, ramps, porters,
wheel-chairs etc.

* Provide for separate Qs with seating arrangements for senior citizens while booking
tickets at railway tickets booking windows.

» Railway Reservation charges while booking tickets must be removed for senior citizens.

» Under-passes should be built at all railway stations having two or more platforms. At
Lucknow(NR) station, the already existing under-pass should be extended to platforms
nos. 6 & 7 also.

5. Considering that senior citizens are physically weak and financially not sound due
to high costs of inflation, the Convention requests Honorable Minister for Road Transport,
U.P. to:

* Allow 50% concession in TOTAL bus fare to senior citizens (age 60+).

» Consider Very Old Persons (age 80+) as disabled and therefore allow the facility of one
accompanying free assistant/attendant.

e All seats in buses should be treated as reserved for senior citizens. Bus conductors and
drivers must get seats vacated to get senior citizens properly seated.

6. Considering the inflationary pressure faced by the senior citizens, high cost of
medicines forming a major part of health expenditure, this Convention unanimously
resolves and requests the Union Minister for Chemicals and Fertilizers to promote the
availability of low cost generic medicines of essential drugs by

* Promoting Generic medicines outlets in all States.

* Insisting on doctors prescribing generic medicines only where-ever available.

* Insisting on printing reasonable/affordable MRP on generic medicine packages.

* Implement "free medicines distribution through government hospitals" scheme recently
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announced by the GOI, fully in letter and spirit throughout India.
* Bringall the drugs identified as the essential drugs under the price control regime.

7. Considering that most senior citizens up to the age of 75 remain healthy and active,
their experience and knowledge are assets to the society, this Convention resolves and
requests the Ministry of HRD and Ministry of Labour to consider raising the retirement age
of government employees to 65 years.

8. Considering that, even after eight years of enactment by the parliament, many state
governments are yet to notify (accept), the Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior
Citizens Act 2007 or to fully operationalize the Act, by framing Rules under the Act, Setting
up Tribunals, Announcing Maintenance officers etc., this Convention resolves and requests
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment to vigorously pursue all state
governments to fully implement the Act in all respects expeditiously and give the
provisions in the Act adequate publicity both in print and electronic media.

9. Considering that financial resources of senior citizens keep depleting day by day
on account of inflation and that their major sources of income are only pensions or lifelong
savings during low cost economy years, the Convention resolves to urge the Ministry of
Finance to make the following changes in Direct Taxes Code:

a) Income Tax Exemption for Senior Citizens should be at least Rs 10.00 Lakhs for the age
group of 60 to 80 years and complete tax exemption for 80+

b) Senior Citizens should be fully exempted from the purview of Tax Deduction at Source
for interest Income on Deposits.

c¢) Persons who take care of senior citizens should be given concession in Income Tax.

10. Considering that a large number of senior citizen retirees are pensioners from
central/state governments and from PSUs and that there are a number of perennial unsolved
issues relating to their pensions and post retirement benefits, this Convention resolves to
request the Ministry of HRD, Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Defence and Ministry of
Labour and Employment and other relevant ministries to seek remedial measures as
follows:

(a) In line with Universal Pension Principle promoted by Aruna Roy and others, grant
Minimum Universal Pension of Rs 10,000/- or 50% of minimum wage (whichever is
more) per month per person, to all 60+ senior citizens in both unorganized &
organized sectors with the provision of automatic revision of the quantum
corresponding to minimum wage & inflation.

(b) Removal of disparities: * Remove disparities in revision of pension within the
homogeneous groups of pre 2006. « Remove, among defence pensioners, disparities
between uniformed sector and civilian sector.

(c) Restore Commuted Portion of Pension of all Central/State/PSU pensioners in 12
years as was recommended by 5th CPC instead of present 15years.

(d) Additional old age pension to all superannuated Central/State/PSU pensioners
should start from the age of 65years @ 5% of the basic pension with provision of
enhancement by 5% every Syears.

11. Noting that the working Group on Social Welfare has made extensive
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recommendations to the then Planning Commission with specific reference to senior
citizens welfare for 12th Five Year Plan including clear budget proposals for Old Age
Homes, RSBY, Old Age Pension, National Institute of Ageing, Helplines, National Council
of Senior Citizens, separate department for senior citizens etc and appreciating the efforts
done by the working group regarding senior citizens welfare for the first time, this
Convention resolves to request the NITI Aayog NOT TO DILUTE the recommendations of
the Working group in any way but to push the agenda forcefully with concerned ministries
for complete implementation of all recommendations.

12. Observing that there are large sums of money lying idle as Unutilized
Funds/Unclaimed amounts with Institutions like Nationalized Banks, dividends on Stocks,
Income Tax refunds, EPF, LIC, PPF, Post Office Savings Accounts, etc, which are mostly
out of investments belonging to senior citizens, and the total amount of this accumulation is
estimated to be over Rs. 25,000 crores, this Convention resolves to urge the Ministry of
Finance to utilize this amount as corpus for setting up a Senior Citizens Welfare Fund and
that this Fund augmented periodically by levying a surcharge/welfare tax on the creamier
layers of the society.

13. Considering that majority of senior citizens suffer progressively on account of
inflation, this Convention resolves to request Reserve Bank of India to introduce "Inflation
Indexed Bonds" @ 12% to mitigate the sufferings of elderly community against
inflationary pressures.

14. This Convention also resolves to urge Ministry of Finance and Ministry of Social
Justice & Empowerment to cover all projects related to welfare of senior citizens for
funding by big corporate houses under the head “Corporate Social Responsibility”

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An Overview

The 18th Annual Conference of AISCCON

w28 & 29 November 2018 at Hyderabad

18th AISCCON National Conference was organized during 29th and 30th
November, 2018 in Classic garden, Secunderabad, hosted by the Association of Senior
Citizens of Hyderabad (popularly known as Lions Bhawan Association) with the support of
afew local Federations like TESCCON and TFESCCON etc.

Registration of delegates was stopped at 1747 and earlier idea of spot registration was
given up, One-third of the delegates were women. Together with hired and totally free
volunteers, special invitees, accompaniments with VVIPs, felicitated dignitaries and their
guests, press and media, speakers, donors and sponsors representatives, stall displayers etc
the total number persons who participated exceeded 2050.

Maharashtra sent 622 delegates followed by Odisha 122 and UP 119. AP sent 108 and
Telangana accounted for 289. One highlight is that the Telangana state government deputed
94 delegates (more women than men) representing all the 31 districts.

There were eight stalls who displayed their wares and saw brisk business including
Hyderabadi Bangles, Sarees, Telangana State Handloom OYO hotel booking, Apollo
Hospital, HelpAge, Aisccon, Snacks/Tea, Homemade ready to eat food items & snacks etc.
Apollo stall helped hundred with free medical checkup and advice.

For the first time the entire two-day sessions of the conference from inauguration to
valedictory were streamed via video and the recording via YouTube was made available.
Several persons could watch the proceedings online. Nearly sixteen hours of video
recording are available on YouTube.

The venue, Classic Garden, was spacious with greenery, a lot of space to relax, very
large halls for conducting technical sessions, appreciable space for dining etc. Acoustics
was reasonable good. AC was comfortable. Away from noise din and pollution of'the city, it
was a remarkable place to have fun. "The conference Halls were decorated with a digital
screen as a backdrop. Flexi Banners welcoming delegates, listing out donors, sponsors etc
were displayed. There were four more screens to help the audience watch what was
happening on the dais.

An attractive souvenir edited by Dr Sobha was brought out and distributed to all. It had 150
pages, 40 advertisements and a mix of some 40 articles in Telugu, English and Hindi.

All India Senior Citizen's Confederation (AISCCON)
Resolutions adopted at the 18th AISCCON National Conference
held at Classic Garden, Secunderabad, Telangana on 29th and 30th Nov 2018.

(Open Session on 30.11.2018)
1 (a) National policy on Older Persons-1999, clause 96 states that an autonomous
registered National Association of Older Person will be established to mobilise senior
citizens, articulate their interest, promote and undertake programmes and activate for their
well being and to advise the Government on all matters relating to the older persons. All
India Senior Citizens Confederation (AISCCON) established in 2001 is having State Level
Federations of Senior Citizens and affiliates and also direct members in the category of
Patrons/Grand Patrons/Chief Patrons/Privilege Members. Total membership in almost all
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States of the Country is about 20 lakh. AISCCON has to coordinate with Central
Government and also State Level Federations.

Resolution No. 1 (a) : It is resolved unanimously in the 18th AISCCON National
Conference held at Hyderabad on 29th and 30th November 2018 that Government of India
should give recognition to AISCCON as National Association of Senior Citizens in the
Country as stipulated in clause 96 of NPOP-1999.

1b) AISCCON office bearers are often required to come to Delhi for meeting and
discussing with the officers of Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, and other
Ministries. Also, the office bearers of State Level Federations will find it convenient to meet
AISCCON office bearers at Delhi. It is therefore very essential to have accommodation at
New Delhi for coordination work, and office and facility to stay at New Delhi is necessary.
It is, therefore, resolved unanimously that Central Government should provide to
AISCCON and accommodation of about 10,000 sqft. at nominal rent at New Delhi, and
Resolution No. 1 (b) : It is, therefore resolved also an accommodation of about 5000 sqft.
at State Capitals, and 2000 sqft. at Union Territory headquarters.

2. TheElderly Population in the country is constantly increasing. So are the problems of
senior citizens. The problems of elderly women, both in the rural and Urban area are also
acute. Presently Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment looks after the issues of
senior citizens as additional work with important subjects of SC & ST having more than
95% budget of the Ministry. it is, therefore, felt necessary to have exclusive Ministry at the
Centre, and Department in all States to look after senior citizens.

Resolution No. 2 : It is resolved unanimously in the 18th AISCCON National Conference
held at Hyderabad on 29th and 30th November 2018 that a separate Ministry at Centre and a
Department at State be formed exclusively for solving the problems of senior citizens.
Proposed by : Shri Kripasindhu Sahu, Bhubaneswar

3. Government of India had declared National policy on older persons-1999 covering
various points regarding senior citizens. Many of the points has not yet been implemented
by the Government. Over the passage of time new issues for the Welfare activities of senior
citizens have come. Hence it is necessary to revise NPOP-1999 which should be declared at
the earliest. This should be supported with sufficient budgetary provision.

Resolution No. 3 : 18th AISCCON National Conference held at Hyderabad on 29th and
30th November, 2018 unanimously resolves and urges to Government of India to formulate
and declare revised National Policy on Older Persons with sufficient Budgetary provisions,
as assured by the Ministry in Parliament. It is further resolved that all State Government
should also formulate and declare revised State policy on senior citizens if already
declared, and if not declared as yet, should declare the same. Implementation of policy
should be ensured and proper guidelines given to all concerned to ensure benefit reach all
beneficiaries.

4. About40% of the senior citizens (+60) in India are in the Category of Below Poverty
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Line and find it difficult to have two square meals every day. The monthly pension paid to
them under National Social Assistance (Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension for 60-80
age group and Rs. 500 for + 80 group by the Central Government with the expectation of
minimum equal contribution to be added by the States. All States are not even giving their
contribution except Goa, Delhi, Maharashtra etc. are giving more than the minimum
expected amount.

Resolution No. 4 : The 18th National Conference held at Hyderabad, Telangana State
requests the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment and the Ministry of Rural
Development to increase the Centre's Contribution under Indira Gandhi Old Age Pension
Scheme to Minumum Rs. 2000.00 for 60-80 age group and Rs. 3000.00 for +80 group. The
State Governments are also requested to give at least matching contribution.

10. Since the senior citizens are active in organising yoga and health camps, tutoring
children in slum areas, providing safety and security in the lonely seniors and women,
involving in Police-Maithri committees, checking the quality of civil works undertaken by
the municipalities and the R & B dept., election watch, holding games and sports, holding
seminars and workshops on key issues like RTI Act RTE and on child labour etc. which
activites are considered indispensable by the United Nations organisation to avoid social
fragmentation and to build a society for all ages. A formal agreement of partnership with the
Resident Welfare Associations (AWAs), wherever possible would be desirable for the
senior citizens' associations which do not have the accommodation and other logistic
facilities of their own for their day to day functioning. They can, greatly, facilitate such
activities in their common rooms or community halls or parks. It is going to be feasible due
to the fact most of the colonies that are conceived and laid-out for housing and for
infrastructure by the senior citizens only, often before their retirement. Usually, the
horizontal (colony) and vertical (apartment-building) residents associations that are
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formed and registered by, and are composed of, mostly the senior citizens.

Resolution No. 10 (a) : It is resolved unanimously in the 18th AISCCON National
conference held at Hyderabad on 29th and 30th November, 2018 that all the member
associations should contact the Resident Welfare Association In their locality in order to
come to formal or informal agreement in order to support each other in their activities of
mutual benefit.

Resolution No. 10 (a) : In order to express their support to the 'Swachh Bharat Mission, the
senior citizens organisation cap adopt the following Residents charter, together with the
resident welfare associations.

a. In a joint meeting to be held on every 23rd November, which is being observed as the
RWA Day, the senior citizens association as well as RWAs can together review the good
practices adopted on clean habits, personal hygiene. greenery within the house or outside
and environmental sanitation;

b. Every resident should commit himself or herself to devote 2 hours in a week to attend to
general cleanliness, individually or collectively;

c. Appeal to all residents, not to throw anything on a floor but only in the dustbin, not to spit,
not to urinate everywhere, not to make noises and not to stock unnecessary old things, etc;

d. Individually, to make it a habit to visit internet, social media (mygov.in; clean India
website, facebook, twitter, etc.) in order to follow the developments;

e. Weekly visit by the office-bearers to the buildings offices, shops, schools, hospitals,
religious places, bus-stops, cinema halls, function halls, parking areas, parks, play grounds,
vacant sites, tank-bunds or river bodies in the area in the around the RWA in order to remove
plastic and other unnecessary materials lying there; and to see that there are regular
arrangements for the maintenance;

f. Negotiate with the local private sector undertakings to take up some sponsored activities,
such as, providing dustbins or non-toxic detergent cleaning materials, introducing new
brooms and other sweeping material that are safe for the lungs and backbone of the
sweeper, etc.

g. Sensitise, particularly, the low income areas or slums who are the first victims of
pollution to keep their area clean and green;

h. Weekly visit to the open or closed sewerage channels or pipes and the rain or storm water
draining canals to remove obstacles to their free flow;

1. Explore the sources of seasonal breeding of mosquitoes and plan clearing of weeds or
plastic materials from the nearby stagnant water sources;

j. Ensure that the pipes in the houses delivering the drinking water and evacuating the
sewerage do not have leakages;

k. Periodical testing of the quality of the drinking water, breathing air and the levels of
noises;

1. Setting up and maintaining regularly, rain water harvesting pits and water re-cycling
arrangements;

m. Urban waste management; a part of the wet waste to be retained within the house or in
the building, part of it in common pits within the area, part of it to the rag-pickers or the
local vendors, and the rest to be shifted to the municipality, while ensuring hygienic dust-
bins and transportation;
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n. Discarding, totally, manual disposal of excrement by the scavengers;

0. Promoting more knowledge about the health-effects of the chemicals that are being used
for various purposes and reduce their wastage, particularly, by the house-wives, domestic
helpers and watchmen;

p. Ensuring the use of protective devices for legs, hands, fingers, nails, nose eyes, lungs, etc.
by all those who are involved in cleaning and sweeping;

q- To ensure clean toilets in the neighbouring schools and offices;

r. Each resident to ensure that in his or her native village, there are private and public toilets
and open defecation as a habit is to be, totally, discouraged;

s. Keep a list of names and telephone numbers of field staff and officers of the municipality
who are in charge of execution and as well as of supervision, so that the residents can
manually collaborate with them and involve them in the compaign, in order to uphold the
dignity of manual labour; and

t. Also to have a list of those higher officers and their telephone numbers, e-mails, etc. who
can take, immediate action on our suggestions and complaints, against the defaulting local
staff.

11. On the basis of the recommendations of a Committee constituted by Govt. of India and
discussion in National Consutation Meeting on 31.8.2016 in which AISCCON
representatives gave important suggestions, Govt. of India drafted 'The Maintenance and
Weltare of Parents and Senior Citizens (Amendment) Bill, 2018 which contained many
provisions to make the original Act more comprehensive and effective. Govt. of India asked
for comments of the State Govt. on the draft Bill in April this year and also put it on the
website of Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment for suggestions by general public.
As the amendments incorporated in the Amendment Bill are far-reaching and strongly in
the interest of senior citizens, it will be appropriate to adopt a Resolution requesting Govt.
of India to get this Bill passed by the Parliament in its next Session so that it becomes law as
soon as possible.

Equally important is periodic sensitization and awareness training of govt. officers
concerned with the implementation of the Act and ensuring proper enforcement of the
provisions of the Act and timely disposal of the cases for maintenance etc. field before
competent authorities.

Resolution No. 11 : [t is resolved that Govt. of India and State Governments be requested to
ensure sufficient sensitization and awareness training of concerned govt. officers and strict
monitoring of the disposal of cases under the maintenance and welfare of parents and
Senior Citizens Act. 2007.

Thus the intended purpose of CSR is getting
dampended/ limited to furthering business interests of the profit making companies.
Resolution No. 12 : It is resolved that the Government may please issue the specific
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guidelines for utilization of CSR funds covering the following aspects :

The Board of Directors fo the profit making organisations should declare a "no conflict of

business interest" and let the CSR fund perform on attaining social benefits of common

good through the need based requirements.

The need based requirements of the schemes/ programs/ projects should come from an

"impartial committee'; region./ state wise. The impartiality committee can draw the

eminent members from Farmers - Academians - Health Care professionals - Municipal

corporations - Banks & Senior Citizen Forums. The representative of the profit making

company should join the proceeding as an observer and with a view for implementation of

the Scheme under CSR funds that emerges from the impartiality committee.

CSR funds should be utilized in a way that is independent of any business interest of the

profit making organisations functioning itself has demonstrated its credential of doing

good business by ensuring profit in a competitive market. The profit making companies

should therefore more focus on gaining an additional laurels that are socially prudent for

the region/ state.
